At the end of the first nine months (July
2009 i March 2010) of the current
NG budget year , t he
LOO/f fund has a negative balance of
al Om nearly $17,000. We have had
Budget to borrow money from our
building and designated funds in

order to pay our operating expenses.

At the April Cabinet meeting, the current short-
ages as well as budget concerns for the year begin-
ning July 2010 were discussed. Basing income pro-
jections on current giving patterns, and making sev-
eral reductions in the proposed budget for 2010-11,
we are stildl $16, 000
budget. A special Budget Recommendations Com-
mittee was established to review options and make
recommendations to the Board at its May meeting.

Our goal is that the income and expenditures of
the church be brought into balance, and that
Aborrowedd moneys be
designated funds. Unfortunately, there are numer-
ous fixed costs that cannot easily be reduced. This
is a major challenge we must face as we plan for
the next year and beyond, so that we may continue
to minister to our members, our community and our
world. Please continue to pray for the ministries of
our church.
