"In the name of Christ Jesus, our peace, in whom we are made 
one, who has broken down the wall of hostility, creating in him-
self one new people, reconciling all people to God in one body 
through the cross, thereby bringing the hostility to an endé" 
Ephesians 2:13-16 

One hundred and thirty-seven church leaders from across the 
world recently recommitted to the goal of peace, reconciliation 
and reunification of the Korean Peninsula. The Consultation in-
cluded presentations from the churches of North and South Ko-
rea, an overview of developments over the past 25 years, input 
from political analysts, and a joint celebration of the Eucharist led 
by North and South Korean church leaders. There have been 
many positive developments in the past twenty five years, includ-
ing opportunities for visits by Christian leaders to North Korea 
and for North Korean Christian leaders to visit other countries, 
especially the opportunity for North and South Korean church 
leaders to meet and to gain in understanding and trust of each 
other; and the sharing of growing understanding and trust be-
tween North and South Korea. However, in recent years hostility 
towards the Democratic People's Republic of Korea on the part 
of other countries has challenged the process, and the change of 
government in South Korea has brought a sharp change in out-
look and policies towards North Korea. 

The consultation created a statement calling for numerous ac-
tions and encouraging the international community to allow 

space and time for direct negotia-
tions between North and South Ko-
rea to lessen tensions between them. 
They also called for support of the 
World Council of Churches' initiatives 
and encouraged the Christians of 
North and South Korea to celebrate a 
turning point in their endeavors for 
peace and reunification in 2013. The state-
ment concludes: "It is the fervent hope and prayer of all par-
ticipants at the Tsuen Wan Consultation that the divided people 
of Korea will be reunited soon. We long for the day when the 
people of the Korean peninsula, together with the rest of the 
world, can join together in thanksgiving and joy to celebrate that 
they are again one people and one nation." 

Let us share in this prayer for reconciliation through peaceful 
means.

W e Christians 
sometimes 

wonder what we 
need to do as a wit-
ness of faith. The 
story that follows is 

an old one from Leo Tolstoy, but its message is 
ever-current. 

There was once a king who felt the pressures and 
demands of his office. One day he said to his wife, ñIf 
only I could determine which people and which affairs of 
the kingdom were the most important, I could use my 
time better and thus be a more effective king.ò 

One by one, politicians, scholars, and advisers were 
invited to the palace to give advice to the king. Each ar-
gued hard and reasoned well. The king remained con-
fused. 

The queen suggested, ñFind someone who is not be-
holden to the military, the scholars, or the church. Per-
haps it is time to visit the wise hermit.ò 

The hermit, it was rumored, would only receive the 
poor. Therefore the king put on humble clothing and be-
fore reaching the hermitôs cell, got off his horse, left his 
bodyguards behind, and continued on foot alone. 

The king saw the hermit digging a garden. The hermit 
paused long enough to greet the stranger and then pro-
ceeded to dig again. The hermit was thin and weak, and 
her breathed with difficulty as he plunged his spade into 
the earth. 

The king approached him and said, òI have come, my 
wise friend, to ask for answers to two questions: Which 
people are essential? Or to put it another way, with 
whom should I spend my time? My second question is, 
what affairs are most important, and should therefore be 
taken care of first?ò 

The hermit listened. Then, without answering, he 
started digging again. 

ñYou are tired,ò the king said. ñGive me the spade. Iôll 
work for you.ò 

After digging for nearly two hours, the king stopped 
and repeated his questions. The hermit did not answer, 
but stood up and reached for the spade saying, ñYou 
rest now; let me dig.ò 

The king refused and continued to work. Two hours 
passed when the king thrust the spade in the earth and 
said, ñI came to you for an answer to my questions. If 
you canôt or wonôt answer, say so, and Iôll go home.ò 

ñLook,ò the hermit said. ñSomeone is running here.ò 

The king looked to see a bearded man running out of 
the woods, clutching his hands to his stomach. Blood 
flowed between his fingers. He ran straight toward the 
king, stumbling and moaning feebly. 

Quickly the king and the hermit unfastened the manôs 

clothing and discovered a large wound in his stomach. 
The king washed it as well as he could and bandaged it 
with his own handkerchief and one of the hermitôs clean 
rags. The king then washed and bound the wound again 
several times. 

Finally the flow of blood abated. The wounded man 
awoke and asked for water. The king brought fresh wa-
ter and helped the man to drink it. The hermit and the 
king carried the wounded man into the hut and laid him 
on the bed. Then the king, exhausted from the effort of 
the day, fell asleep. 

When he awoke in the morning, the king saw the 
bearded man lying on the bed, looking intently at him. 

ñForgive me,ò the bearded man said in a weak voice. 

ñI donôt know you and have no reason to forgive you,ò 
said the king. 

ñI know you,ò the man confessed. ñI swore to take 
vengeance on you for having executed my brother. I fol-
lowed you to the hermit, planning to kill you when you 
returned home. When you did not appear, I stumbled on 
your bodyguards, who recognized and wounded me. I 
escaped from them, but would have bled to death if you 
had not bandaged my wound. I wanted to kill you, but 
you saved my life. Now, If I live and if you wish, I will 
become your most faithful servant and order my family to 
do likewise. Forgive me.ò 

Quickly the king made peace with his enemy, forgiv-
ing him and promising to send his personal physician to 
stay with him until he gained his health. 

The king found the hermit in the garden. ñFor the last 
time, my friend, I ask you to answer my questions.ò 

ñBut they have already been answered,ò the hermit 
replied. ñIf you had not been moved with compassion for 
my weakness yesterday and stayed to dig, you would 
have returned home. The man would have attacked you. 
I was the most important person, and the most important 
task was to do good for me. Later, when the man ap-
peared, it was the best time for you to take care of him, 
for if he had died you would never have made peace 
with him. Therefore, he was the most important man, 
and what you did for him was the most important task. 

ñRemember this, there is only one important time: 
Now. And the most important person is the person we 
see now. God gives us one opportunity at a time. The 
person I meet now and the task that lies immediately 
before me are always more important than anyone or 
anything in the future.ò 

The devastation in Haiti is before us in pictures 
and the stories in print. If you are moved to do 
something about what is in front of us right now, go 
to the Week of Compassion web site or pick-up a 
special envelope in the lobby/narthex for money to 
be sent through Church World Service.

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UPDATE FROM THE FINANCE TEAM 
During the first six months of this budget year 

(July ï December 2009), the churchôs income was 
about $3,500 less than expenditures. We started 
the budget year with a 
positive balance, but 
soon began experienc-
ing shortages. In August 
and September, we bor-
rowed $7,500 from the 
Building Fund, which we have not been able to re-
pay. 

Fortunately, in December there was enough in-
come to make all of our budgeted outreach pay-
ments. 

To summarize, we are short approximately 
$3,500 plus the $7,500 owed to the Building Fund, 
for a total of approximately $10,000. This is a 
$5,000 improvement over the status at the end of 
November.

His interna-
tional breadth is evidenced in his ministry with the 
Natchez Trace Church of Christ where one finds a 
multicultural worshipping community composed of 
members from China, Germany, Brazil and Zim-
babwe. Gary holds degrees from Freed-Hardeman 
College, Harding University, University of Texas, 
and the Doctor of Philosophy Degree from Emory 
University. He is a prolific author having published 
26 books and numerous articles. He also has broad 
experience in administrative and promotional work. 

Dr. Holloway will begin his service to the World 
Convention on a part-time basis on February 1, 
2010, and begins full-time on August 1, 2010. 

Gary is married to Deb who teaches theatre at 
Lipscomb University. They make their home in 
Nashville, Tennessee.
