UPDATE FROM THE FINANCE TEAM
During the first eight months (July 2009 i Febru-
ary 2010) of the current
income for operating and building funds was about
$9500 less than expenditures. During this period,
the operating fund has had to borrow $12,000 from
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the diminishing building fund reserves in order to
meet our operating expenses.

Many factors are involved in contributing to this
deficit. Unfortunately, there are numerous fixed
costs associated with carrying out the ministries of
our church and with the general use of our facility
that cannot easily be reduced in the short term. The
Finance Team is constantly monitoring our financial
status and keeping the Board apprised of the situa-
tion.

Please continue to pray for the ministries of our
church as we begin to consider the budget for next
year. It is imperative that the income and expendi-
tures of the church be brought into balance, and
that Aborrowedd moneys
fund as soon as it is practicable. How this occurs is
the major challenge that the congregation of Gen-
der Road Christian Church faces in the next year
and beyond, as we strive to minister to a world in
need of the message we have to share.
