June 2011: Searching for Identity and Citizenship

The Church of Christ in Thailand (CCT) was started
by missionaries in the early 1800s. Now it has more
than 900 churches nationwide, and 150,000 mem-
bers. Global Ministries partners with CCT to minister
to the 1.2 million people in Thailand who belong to
ethnic minority groups, such as the Karen, Hmong
(Meo), Yao (Mein), Akha (Egaw), Lahu (Musoe), and
Lisu.

Many hill tribe people, although they were born in
Thailand, do not have birth certificates, meaning they
have no citizenship, no identification documents, and
no legal identity. The lack of citizenship means that
these ethnic minorities are considered illegal aliens
in their own land and have little access to basic ser-
vices like education and health care, employment,
and the right to own land.

Searching for Identity and Citizenship for Ethnic Mi-
norities in Thailand is a new project by CCT. Nine
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hetategrs help villagers apply
to becore Thai citizens. The

UPDATE FROM FINANCE TEAM
Several major goals set by the Finance Team for the current 2010-2011 budget year have been met,
thanks to the ongoing support of the congregation.
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The Operating Fund deficit has been eliminated and the money borrowed from the Building Fund to pay
operating expenses has been repaid. We have been able to pay operating expenses while maintaining a
modest positive balance.

Our mortgage interest rate, which is adjusted every three years, has been re-
duced beginning this month from 6.5% to 4.2%. Our goal is to use the amount
saved in interest in two ways T to pay additional money on the principle and to build
up a reserve fund for future capital expenditures. The Property Team has advised
us of a number of large expenditures that will definitely be coming up (parking lot
repairs, HVAC repairs/replacements, etc.).

At the May Board Meeting, a proposed budget was approved for 2011-2012.
This will come to the congregation for approval on Sunday, June 5. A summary of
the budget and explanatory notes will be mailed out next week.

Thank you to everyone who completed Estimate of Giving cards during our recent Stewardship Cam-
paign. We are still compiling the results of the campaign. If you have not completed a card yet, they are
available in the pew racks.
