By God's great mercy we have been born anew to a living 
hope through the resurrection of Jesus ChristéI Peter 1: 3b 

I recently flew to East Timor for a week of teaching a group of lay 
preachers who were being prepared to administer the sacra-
ments and provide pastoral care to the many tiny groups of Prot-
estant Christians scattered throughout the mountains of East 
Timor. The Protestant Church of East Timor (IPTL) grew a good 
deal during the Indonesian occupation due to the presence and 
money of Indonesian protestants, but is now left with an unsus-
tainable structure, empty churches in some areas and Christians, 
but no churches in others. They are in a long process of death 
and resurrection, and Global Ministries has been one of their 
most faithful partners in the struggle. 

From East Timor I flew to the island of Ambon, where I worked 
with an interfaith program of "Preaching Peace," which involves 
pulpit exchanges between Christian and Muslim preachers. This 
is one of many creative responses by local people of faith to the 
devastating communal conflict that wrecked the area in the early 
2000s. I worked with my friend Abidin, who is vice chair of the 
Muslim council in Ambon. He grew up in an area where Muslims 
and Christians had lived together in friendship for centuries and 
has spent much of the last ten years working tirelessly to restore 
those friendships. 

As you can see, a lot of our work is being done among post-

conflict communities. While churches 
here are often slow to respond to so-
cial events (as they were in the origi-
nal crises 10 years ago), the 
churches are very good at providing 
the long-term commitment and care 
that is needed to restore these com-
munities to life. The churches con-
tinue to plug away at healing the hidden wounds and 
listening to the silent voices of the victims. 

We cannot overstate the power that the idea of resurrection has 
among traumatized Christian communities in Eastern Indonesia. 
It gives them the strength to strive for a future different than the 
one dictated to them by a history of terror and grief. When I work 
with these people I am convinced that the power of the life of Je-
sus is not confined to "long ago and far away," but a very present 
reality. 

Together we pray for the hope and strength of the faithful people 
of Indonesia who help heal the wounds of trauma in so many.

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O n Monday, my wife and I went to the Franklin County Fair for 
the first time ever. We like fairs and we thought that the two 
grandchildren we had for the day would like it, too. They did. 

They were very cooperative even when we led them to the exhibits that 
we enjoy. In the building housing an assortment of exhibits like quilts, 
baked items including decorated cakes, we found ribbon-winning collec-
tions of such things as cars from the movie, ñCars,ò stuffed elephants, 

and OSU bobble-heads. The most surprising thing for me was entitled, ñBandz.ò It was a black poster 
board on which about ten silly rubber bands were attached. The bands were collected into different sets 
of bands shaped to resemble animals, cars, sea life, etc. Our 10 year old grandson was especially in-
trigued. His wrists were already sporting some of his collection. He had told us earlier in the morning that 
he then had 240+. 

It set me to thinking how all of us prize such different things. Some of our collections are faddish and 
short-lived. Others are an obsession for most of our lives. Some, we display for others and some are re-
served for the enjoyment of the owner, alone. Jesus spoke about our hearts being connected to our 
treasures. 

The fair is a good place to encounter Godôs collections about which the Creator of the universe is com-
pulsive: human beings. God loves each and every one. On the one hand, It still baffles me that God loves 
the seven year old who bolts right in front of my two year old grandson and climbs onto the midway ride 
or the ñcarnieò who has figured out ways to set the game to take the money from unsuspecting game 
players or the person who treats the animal cruelly in the barn before displaying them in the show ring. 

On the other hand, I get a glimpse of how God must experience us when I consider those people im-
portant to me. I may disagree with decisions one of my children/grandchildren make . . . I may get upset 
with an action they take, but I still take delight in them. I still want the very best for them. I want to be in 
their lives and they in mine. Apparently, God experiences that same kind of delight in us, not just my fam-
ily; not just the people of my religion or my nation. God delights in ALL that God has made. 

Thank you, oh God, for being patient with me as you continue to teach me the important lessons of 
valuing every other person and every other creation in this universe that is always on display for You.

FROM THE FINANCE TEAM 
STEWARDSHIP CAMPAIGN  RESULTS 

The congregation responded in a very positive way during our spring Stewardship Campaign ñWalk 
with Jesus.ò Approximately $246,000 was the total amount pledged by those 
who returned cards. Estimated projections (based on past giving records) for 
those who did not turn in cards is $102,000, for a grand total of $348,000.  
Based on these estimates, along with other projected income, we believe 
that the 2010-11 budget adopted by the Board and approved by the Congre-
gation in May will be supported. The total budget for the 2010-11 church 
year is $357,342. The Finance Team will continue to closely monitor the status of our income during the 
year and will recommend adjustments to the budget, if needed. 

 
FINANCIAL  STATUS UPDATE 

During the last three months of the fiscal year, the churchôs financial status has 
shown improvement. This was due to a couple of large gifts in April, as well as 
increased giving by several families and individuals. Income for the past year 
(for the Operating and Building funds combined) exceeded expenditures by 

$7,800. This has allowed the church to significantly reduce its Operat-
ing fund deficit. Our goal is to continue to eliminate this deficit and then 
to re-pay the $12,000 that was borrowed from the Building fund to pay 

operating expenses. The Finance Team congratulates the congregation for pulling together in support of 
our important mission at Gender Road Christian Church. All praise to God!
